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Message from the President

Business Performance (Non-Consolidated)
In FY2010, ended March 31, 2011, the Japanese economy saw
signs of improved corporate earnings. These results were against
a background of economic growth in emerging markets, which
boosted exports, and government economic stimulus measures.
However, uncertainty reigned in the second half of the fiscal
year, owing to long-term deflationary concerns and ongoing
yen appreciation.

Furthermore, the Great East Japan Earthquake, which struck
on March 11, drove worries about the future economic out-
look as the earthquake affected manufacturing activities on
numerous fronts and resulted in power shortages.

Facing these circumstances, the Bank continued to pursue
three core initiatives during the second year of its Medium-
Term Business Vision, covering the two-year period from April
2009 through March 2011. These basic policies are summa-
rized below.

Challenge 1:Toward stable and sustainable growth
Challenge 2:Toward higher-quality management (including

by enhancing operating efficiency and building
a robust financial base)

Challenge 3:Toward establishment of deeper relationships
with local communities.

We introduced various measures in line with these poli-
cies, achieved our financial targets and worked to expand our
business and reinforce our base of operations. As a result, we
succeeded in substantially boosting our transaction volumes
year on year with both individual and corporate customers.

During the year, we concentrated on meeting the funding needs
of existing customers and increasing loans backed by Japan’s
Credit Guarantee Association. As a result, at fiscal year-end
total outstanding loans and bills discounted amounted to
¥1,566.8 billion ($18.8 billion), up ¥36.3 billion from a year
earlier. Particularly noteworthy was the rise in loans to small
and medium-sized companies, which expanded ¥9.1 billion,
to ¥807.6 billion ($9.7 billion). Deposits and negotiable CDs
grew ¥51.1 billion, to ¥2,063.0 billion ($24.8 billion), owing
largely to successful initiatives targeting individual deposits.
We expanded our lineup of investment trust funds to match
investors’ needs, but performance was affected by the redemp-
tion of unit-type trust funds, yen appreciation and stock price
declines. Consequently, assets in investment trust funds fell
¥28.5 billion during the year, to ¥127.5 billion ($1.5 billion).

Total securities holdings remained essentially unchanged
from the previous year’s levels, at ¥504.3 billion ($6.0 billion),
as we sought to counter a decrease in holdings owing to re-
demptions by encouraging reinvestment in Japanese govern-
ment bonds and other instruments.

Interest and dividend income decreased ¥1.9 billion year
on year, to ¥34.6 billion ($0.4 billion). This fall stemmed from
lower interest on loans and bills discounted, due to lower
market interest rates, as well as a fall in interest and dividend
income from securities. As a result, financial profit edged down
¥0.4 billion, to ¥32.3 billion ($389 million).

After taking other income and expenses into account, op-
erating income from core business slipped ¥0.7 billion, to ¥11.8
billion ($142 million). Net income, however, rose ¥2.2 bil-
lion, to ¥7.6 billion ($91 million). This was because of a ¥0.5
billion year-on-year decrease in non-performing loans and an
improvement in income from the Bank’s equities holdings.

The Bank’s capital adequacy ratio—a widely used yardstick
of financial health—improved 0.41 percentage point, to 9.96%.
This is substantially above the 4% “safe” level stipulated by
Japan’s Financial Services Agency. The overhead ratio (OHR),
an indicator of operating efficiency, rose 1.90 percentage points,
to 67.40%, owing to the decline in operating income from
core business and an increase in administrative expenses.
Meanwhile, return on assets (ROA), a measure of profitability,
slipped 0.04 percentage point, to 0.54%, as net profit on core
business edged downward.

Business Policies
We have formulated a new Medium-Term Business Vision for
the two years from April 2011 through March 2013. Core man-
agement measures under this new plan, dubbed the “Chiba
Kogin Transformation and Growth Strategy,” are designed to
maximize top-line revenues and set the stage for sustainable
growth.

We also will introduce specific measures surrounding our
core management strategy of enhancing customer loyalty. Key
initiatives will focus on reinforcing our customer and revenue
bases and strengthening our human resource and organiza-
tional systems.

To reinforce our customer and revenue bases, we will work
to generate new customers and sources of revenue, increase
ongoing points of contact with customers and make a stronger
appeal to our strengths as a bank. We will augment our hu-
man resource and organizational systems by bolstering our
consulting capabilities, enhancing our personnel training and
organizational prowess and raising management quality.

Sustaining Growth into the Future
We aim to sustain our growth by expanding our offerings of
financial services that are rooted in the regional community.
We will also enhance our corporate governance and extend
our internal control systems. Accordingly, we will achieve fu-
ture growth by raising corporate value and contributing to so-
cial development as a financial institution that that earns the
unparalleled trust of local communities.

Loans to Borrowers Legally Bankrupt:

The term “Loans to Borrowers Legally Bankrupt” refers to loans for which

interest is not being accrued, owing to the fact that there is no prospect of

repayment of the principal or of collection of interest, because said repay-

ment or collection has been overdue for a considerable period of time or for

any other valid reason. Furthermore, these loans fall into the categories stipu-

lated in Article 96-1-3, a) to e), or in Article 96-1-4, of the Corporation Tax

Law Enforcement Regulation (Article 97 of 1965 Cabinet Order).

Non-Accrual Past Due Loans:

Non-Accrual Past Due Loans are loans for which interest is not being ac-

crued. This category therefore excludes loans for which the payment of inter-

est has been deferred to allow borrowers to implement business reconstruc-

tion or provide them with support, as well as Loans to Borrowers Legally

Bankrupt.

Loans Past Due Over Three Months:

The payment of principal or interest on these loans is delayed three months or

more from the day following the date agreed as the payment date (excludes

Loans to Borrowers Legally Bankrupt and Non-Accrual Past Due Loans).

Restructured Loans:

Restructured Loans are loans provided to facilitate loan recovery by making

certain concessions to borrowers (interest reduced or exempted, payment of

interest suspended, repayment of principal delayed, etc.) to allow borrowers

to implement business reconstruction or provide them with support. This cat-

egory excludes loans in the three categories above.
